Everybody can do a 
horizontal figure eight but 
how about a vertical eight. 
The Cuban Eight is just 
that, a vertical figure 
eight. You start off level 
then pull up to do about 
5/8th of a loop. Then roll 
upright and level off. Do 
another 5/8th loop and roll 
upright again level off and 
you are done. This takes a 
bit of practice to do right 
and level off at the same 
height but that’s not really 
important. The important 
thing to do is maintain 
your orientation with the 

plane as this can be a bit 
tricky with the rolling.
