In the Air

There are four ways to fly 
an airplane; high and fast, 
high and slow, low and 
fast, low and slow. The 
safest of course would be 
high and fast and the most 
dangerous would be low 
and slow. When I say slow 
and fast it is all relative to 
the airplane being flown. 
The low pass is one of my 
favorite maneuvers. It’s 
fast, it’s noisy, it’s easy, 
and it is very fun. It can be 
done with any airplane 
overtop any semi flat 
surface. I recommend a 
dive down to about 10 feet 
off the deck at full throttle 
to get the most speed 
possible. Level off and 
keep trucking it down the 
length of the field, pull up 
stall turn your airplane 
from your desired altitude 
and go back down the 
field in the opposite 
direction.
